





























STORMWATER BMP Maintenance Agreement

This STORMWATER BMP MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”), made and entered into
this __ day of , by and between

(“Property Owner”) having an address of

and the City of Canon City (“City”).

WHEREAS, Property Owner desires to receive partial relief from their Stormwater Utility Fee in the form
of a credit in accordance with Canon City Municipal Code 13.10.xxx effective xxxx x, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the Property Owner’s land is serviced by a private Stormwater BMP(s) as defined
in13.10.xxx; and

WHEREAS, the Property is willing to memorialize their obligation to maintain and operate said private
Stormwater BMP(s) on the terms and conditions set forth herein below.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City and the Property Owner(s) agree to the following terms and conditions as
follows:

1. The Property Owner(s) is the owner of that certain parcel of land located within the City at
(ADDRESS) , Cafon City, CO and
designated on the Fremont County Tax Map as parcel (the
“Property”). The Property Owner(s) has submitted to the City a credit application pursuant to the
City’s Stormwater Utility Fee Credit Program for certain stormwater management BMP facilities
located on the Property.

2. The City requires that any Stormwater BMP(s), as outlined in the credit application, be
adequately constructed, operated, and maintained by the Property Owner(s).

a) Location of the Facility. The Stormwater BMP(s) (check one) O located on the Property
or (J on Fremont County Tax Map as parcel , has been
constructed by the Property Owner(s) in accordance with the specifications identified in the
City approved Stormwater Management Plan.

b) Commitment to Operation and Maintenance of Facility. The Property Owner(s),
including any homeowners association, shall adequately operate, inspect, and maintain the
Stormwater BMP(s) in accordance with the specific operation, inspection, and maintenance
requirements set forth in the attachments to the maintenance agreement.

c) Documentation. The Property Owner(s) shall document and report any maintenance,
landscaping, and repairs performed to the Stormwater BMP(s) to the City or its
representatives upon request. Regular inspection by the Property Owner(s) is encouraged,
but submittal of inspection forms to the City is not required.

d) Right of Entry on Property. The Property Owner(s) grants permission to the City and its
authorized agents and employees, to enter upon the Property at reasonable times and upon
presentation of proper identification, to inspect the Stormwater BMP(s) whenever the City
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deems necessary. Except for emergencies, City representatives shall use reasonable efforts
to provide at least a 24 hour notice to the Property Owner(s) before entry upon the Property.
The purpose of inspections is to assure safe and proper functioning of the facilities, follow-up
on suspected or reported deficiencies, and/or to respond to citizen complaints. In the event
any deficiency is observed during an inspection, the City shall provide the Property Owner(s)
copies of the inspection findings and a directive with timeline to commence any necessary
repairs.

e) Alterations. The Property Owner(s) shall not make any alterations to the Stormwater
BMP(s) without prior approval by the City.

f)  Revocation of Credit. In the event the Property Owner(s) fails to operate and maintain
the Stormwater BMP(s) in good working condition and in accordance with the attachment, the
City will notify the Property Owner(s) in writing of deficiencies and required maintenance
actions. If maintenance actions are not corrected by the Property Owner(s) within 90 days
after notification is sent, the revocation of stormwater utility fee credits will take effect
immediately and this maintenance agreement is voided. It is expressly understood and
agreed that the City is under no obligation to maintain or repair said Stormwater BMP(s), and
in no event shall this Agreement be construed to impose any such obligation on the City.

. The Property Owner(s) may reinstate their credit by following the procedures and requirements
established by the City.

. This agreement shall remain in full force even if the credit is not reinstated, applied for in
subsequent years, or the City changes or eliminates the Stormwater Utility Fee Credit and that
the Property Owner represents they will remain in compliance with all Federal, State or local
laws, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations, with all technical or performance standards, and
with all related stormwater management plans as each are applicable to the property
(collectively, “Applicable Laws”). Property Owner is charged with knowledge of all Applicable
Laws, as well as any changes to Applicable Laws.

. Credit Effective Dates. Credits will be valid for five (5) years from the date of application
approval or until transfer of ownership (i.e. sale of the property to another party), whichever is
first. The Property Owner(s) will need to re-apply for the credit every five (5) years. Credits do not
transfer with ownership changes.

Release of City. The Property Owner(s), its successors and assigns, shall release the City, its
elected officials, offices, employees and designated representatives, from all damages,
accidents, casualties, occurrences, or claims or causes of action which might arise from or be
asserted against said City, its elected officials, offices, employees, and representatives related to
the construction, presence, existence, operative or maintenance of the Stormwater BMP(s) by
the Property Owner(s) or City. In the event that such a claim is asserted, the City shall promptly
notify the Property Owner(s) and the Property Owner(s) shall defend, indemnify, and hold
harmiess the City, its elected officials, City Officers or employees, and its associated individuals,
in any suit or action based on the claim.



7. Recording of Agreement. This Agreement shall be recorded in the real estate records of

Fremont County and shall be a covenant running with the Property.

RE: 2A Street Improvement 2021-2023 Priority Projects

Staff is working on getting the 2A Street Improvement project sites scoped for next year and
beyond. The initial guidance from City Council was to prioritize major thoroughfares as those
are the streets for which the most members of the public benefit from.

Upon completion of the pavement condition survey, priorities were established in 2015 for the
major thoroughfares. See Exhibit A. This list was updated to depict which streets remain for
reconstruction.

A new “short” list was generated in 2016 in support of the 2A ballot measure. See Exhibit B.
As can be seen, all the major thoroughfares listed have been completed with the exception of
Harding Ave.

Priorities are weighted using the following criteria: pavement condition, roadway classification,
traffic volume, utility replacement schedule, surrounding neighborhood, and type of pavement.
Other outside factors, such as project coordination, bike routes, utility work, drainage,
intersection/mobility issues, future improvement agreements, public improvement districts,
complaints, network growth, curb & gutter adjustment or replacement, ADA ramp
reconstruction, or storm/drainage repairs or improvements, other community priorities, and
safety, will require adjustment of a road’s priority for paving and resurfacing.

The 2A funds are not sufficient to reconstruct all the City’s streets. Using the criteria
established, all roads are considered. We are reaching a point we knew would come where
there is an inability for utility replacement to keep up with the thoroughfare sites. The Water
Department in particular cannot continue to expend all its capital funds on 2A streets as there
are projects outside the City that must be done also. Therefore, the work will entail smaller less
traveled sections of local roads, especially those that have new water mains in them. A fiscally
constrained list for discussion has been generated for next three years. See Exhibit C.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Confer with staff on 2021-2023 Priority Streets.
