RESOLUTION NO. 7, SERIES OF 2020 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF CANON CITY, COLORADO 
DECLARING IT TO BE IN THE PUBLIC INTEREST THAT AN 
URBAN RENEWAL AUTHORITY BE CREATED, DESIGNATING 
THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CANON CITY AS THE 
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CANON CITY AREA FOR 
REINVESTMENT EXPANSION AND APPOINTING THREE 
ADDITIONAL MEMBERS TO THE AUTHORITY. 

WHEREAS, the City of Cafion City (the "City") has adopted the 2001 Comprehensive 
Plan Update (the "Comprehensive Plan"), which recognizes the importance of maintaining the 
historic downtown commercial district and adjacent neighborhoods, and seeks to "provide a 
foundation for continued economic prosperity" within the City; 

WHEREAS, the Comprehensive Plan is intended to guide development and 
redevelopment in the City; 

WHEREAS, the testimony and documentary evidence provided to the City Council has 
indicated the presence of deteriorated or deteriorating structures, of faulty lot layout, of serious 
deficiencies and deterioration in public infrastructure and site improvements, of inadequate 
vehicular traffic and pedestrian circulation patterns and of unsafe conditions that impair the sound 
growth of the municipality and that are an economic and social liability constituting blight, as 
defined in C.R.S. § 31-25-103(2) of the Urban Renewal Act in the downtown area and other parts 
of the City; 

WHEREAS, the exercise of powers granted by the Urban Renewal Law would facilitate 
the redevelopment and revitalization goals of the City; and 

WHEREAS, the creation of an urban renewal authority for the City would contribute to 
the elimination and prevention of conditions of blight in the City. 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF 
CANON CITY, as follows: 

Section 1. There exists in the City one or more blighted areas and the development or 
redevelopment of those areas is necessary in the interest of the public health, safety, morals or 
welfare of the residents of the City. 

Section 2. The undertaking of one or more projects pursuant to the Urban Renewal 
Law is necessary in the interest of public health, safety, morals and welfare of the residents of the 
City. 

Section 3. It is in the public interest that the Cafion City Area for Reinvestment 
Expansion be created and be authorized to exercise those powers provided in the Urban Renewal 
Law as the urban renewal authority for the City of Cafion City. 
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Section 4. Pursuant to C.R.S. § 31-25-115, the City Council of the City of Cafion City 
shall serve as the governing body for the Cafion City Area for Reinvestment Expansion. The 
members of the City Council shall serve in that capacity on the Cafion City Area for Reinvestment 
Expansion during the term of their office as a member of the City Council and shall automatically 
cease to be a member of the Cafion City Area for Reinvestment Expansion when, for any reason 
whatsoever, they cease to be a member of the City Council. In addition, the Mayor shall have full 
voting rights as a member of the Cafion City Area for Reinvestment Expansion. 

Section 5. In addition to City Council serving as the Cafion City Area for Reinvestment 
Expansion, the urban renewal authority shall also consist of three (3) additional members pursuant 
to C.R.S. § 31-25 as follows: 

(a) One member shall be appointed by Fremont County; 

(b) One member shall be an elected official of a special district levying a mill levy, as 
agreed upon by the impacted special districts; and 

( c) One member shall be an elected member of the Board of Education, appointed by 
the Board of Education 

All such named appointees to Cafion City Area for Reinvestment Expansion shall be 
provided to the City.

AUTHORIZING THE SELL OR RE-SELL OF WATER BY THE WATER 
DEPARTMENT BY RETAILERS WITHIN THE CITY OF CANON CITY. 

WHEREAS, Section 13 .04.160(A)(2) of the Canon City Municipal Code ("Code") designates 
the sell or re-sell of water furnished by the Water Department an unlawful act 
without first having obtained written authorization to make such sales from City 
Council; 

WHEREAS, the Water Department has been made aware of retailers currently selling or re­ 
selling or desiring to sell or re-sell water furnished by the Water Department for 
purposes of providing patrons the opportunity to purchase further filtered water in 
small quantities for domestic use; 

WHEREAS, the Water Department believes the intent of the Code is not to prevent these low 
volume transactions and there is no foreseeable harm if allowed; and 

WHEREAS, the Water Department and Council believe the sell or re-sell of water in such a 
manner is beneficial to the health, safety, and welfare of the people it serves. 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF 
CANON CITY, as follows: 

1. The sell or re-sell of water furnished by the Water Department shall be authorized 
by retailers within the City in quantities not to exceed two thousand (2000) gallons in one 
calendar month. 

2. Such sell or re-sell of water furnished by the Water Department may only be from 
retailers holding a current City sales tax license. 

3. Any facility and/or appurtenances from which such sell or re-sell of water 
furnished by the Water Department are subject to inspection and approval by the Water 
Department including all documentation and sales records.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CANON CITY AMENDING SECTIONS 
2.64.035 AND 2.65.040 OF THE CANON CITY MUNICIPAL CODE 
CONCERNING MEETINGS OF AND VACANCIES ON THE LIBRARY 
MUSEUM ADVISORY BOARD 

WHEREAS, the Library/Museum Advisory Board has recommended certain changes to 
the Cafion City Municipal Code to address the qualifications for appointed board members and the 
Board's regular meeting schedule; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council agrees that such changes are in the best interest of the City. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF CANON CITY: 

Section 1. 
read as follows: 

Section 2.64.035(8) of Cafion City Municipal Code shall be amended to 

B. With respect to the filling of vacancies on the Board, Council's priority for 
appointment should be qualified applicants who now serve or previously served as officers 
oflocal organizations and associations supporting the Library and/or the Museum. 

Section 2. 
as follows: 

Section 2.64.040 of Canon City Municipal Code shall be amended to read 

The Board shall hold regular meetings as established by the Board, but not less than one 
meeting per quarter and may hold special meetings as it may from time to time determine 
to be necessary; provided that all such meetings shall comply with the open meeting 
requirements set forth in C.R.S. § 24-6- 401 et seq. On an annual basis, the Board shall 
elect from its membership a Chairperson, Vice Chairperson and a Secretary. The 
Chairperson shall preside over all meetings of the Board and function as the primary liaison 
between the Board and the City Administrator or designee. The Vice Chairperson shall act 
during the absence of the Chairperson. The Secretary shall keep accurate minutes of Board 
meetings and other Board proceedings, provide adequate notice of regular and special 
meetings to all Board members and the City Administrator, or designee, and perform such 
other and similar functions as are assigned by the Chairperson. 

Section 3. Severability. If any section, subsection, paragraph, clause or other 
provision of this Ordinance for any reason is held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or 
unenforceability of such section, subsection, paragraph, clause or other provision shall not affect 
any of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, the intent being that the same are severable. 

Section 4. Effective Date. Pursuant to Article XII, Section 3 and Section 5 of the 
Charter, this Ordinance shall be effective five (5) days after final publication if it is published after 
adoption or if not so published, five (5) days after its adoption.
