RESOLUTION NO. 12, SERIES OF 2020 

A RESOLUTION EXTENDING A LOCAL DISASTER 
EMERGENCY IN AND FOR THE CITY OF CANON CITY, 
COLORADO 

WHEREAS, the Colorado Disaster Emergency Act, C.R.S. § 24-33.5-701, et seq. (the 
"Act"), provides procedures for statewide and local prevention of, preparation for, response to, and 
recovery from disasters and emergencies; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, an "emergency" is an unexpected event that places life 
or property in danger and requires an immediate response through the use of state and community 
resources and procedures, and an "emergency epidemic" is cases of an illness or condition, 
communicable or noncommunicable, caused by bioterrorism, pandemic influenza, or novel and 
highly fatal infectious agents or biological toxins; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 24-33.5-709, such a local declaration of emergency 
activates the response and recovery aspects of any applicable disaster emergency plans and 
authorizes the furnishing of aid and assistance under such plans; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 24-33.5-709(1), any order declaring, continuing, or 
terminating a local disaster "shall be given prompt and general publicity and shall be filed promptly 
with the county clerk and recorder, city clerk ... and with the office of emergency management"; 
and 

WHEREAS, because of the COVID-19 pandemic, which was recognized by the Governor 
of the State of Colorado on March 10, 2020, the City of Canon City is suffering and has suffered 
a disaster emergency as defined in the Act. 

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 24-33.5-709(1), and by the adoption of Resolution No.9 
series of 2020 the City Council declared a local disaster emergency until April 20, 2020; and 

WHEREAS, City Council finds that it is appropriate and in the best interest of the public 
health, safety, and welfare to further extend the order declaring a local disaster emergency until 
such time as the City Council terminate such declaration. 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
CANON CITY, as follows: 

Section 1. The City Council herby extends the Order Declaring a Local Disaster 
Emergency in and for the City of Canon City, Colorado until such time that the City Council 
terminates such declaration. 

Section 2. This Resolution shall be given prompt and general publicity, filed 
immediately with the City Clerk, and a copy of it shall be sent to the Fremont County Clerk and 
Recorder as well as to the Colorado Office of Emergency Management.

ORDINANCE NO. 5, SERIES OF 2020 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CANON CITY AMENDING SECTIONS 
2.64.035 AND 2.65.040 OF THE CANON CITY MUNICIPAL CODE 
CONCERNING MEETINGS OF AND VACANCIES ON THE LIBRARY 
MUSEUM ADVISORY BOARD 

WHEREAS, the Library/Museum Advisory Board has recommended certain changes to 
the Cafion City Municipal Code to address the qualifications for appointed board members and the 
Board's regular meeting schedule; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council agrees that such changes are in the best interest of the City. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF CANON CITY: 

Section 1. 
read as follows: 

Section 2.64.035(B) of Cafion City Municipal Code shall be amended to 

B. With respect to the filling of vacancies on the Board, Council's priority for 
appointment should be qualified applicants who now serve or previously served as officers 
of local organizations and associations supporting the Library and/or the Museum. 

Section 2. 
as follows: 

Section 2.64.040 of Cafion City Municipal Code shall be amended to read 

The Board shall hold regular meetings as established by the Board, but not less than one 
meeting per quarter and may hold special meetings as it may from time to time determine 
to be necessary; provided that all such meetings shall comply with the open meeting 
requirements set forth in C.R.S. § 24-6- 401 et seq. On an annual basis, the Board shall 
elect from its membership a Chairperson, Vice Chairperson and a Secretary. The 
Chairperson shall preside over all meetings of the Board and function as the primary liaison 
between the Board and the City Administrator or designee. The Vice Chairperson shall act 
during the absence of the Chairperson. The Secretary shall keep accurate minutes of Board 
meetings and other Board proceedings, provide adequate notice of regular and special 
meetings to all Board members and the City Administrator, or designee, and perform such 
other and similar functions as are assigned by the Chairperson. 

Section 3. Severability. If any section, subsection, paragraph, clause or other 
provision of this Ordinance for any reason is held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or 
unenforceability of such section, subsection, paragraph, clause or other provision shall not affect 
any of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, the intent being that the same are severable. 

Section 4. Effective Date. Pursuant to Article XII, Section 3 and Section 5 of the 
Charter, this Ordinance shall be effective five (5) days after final publication if it is published after 
adoption or if not so published, five (5) days after its adoption.

The size of the undeveloped lot, under an R3 zoning classification, would potentially allow for 
up to 8 dwelling units. That number, however, does not take into account that any site plan for 
multifamily residential at this location would need to address internal access and circulation, 
minimum required parking (based upon number of bedrooms in the dwelling units), utility 
access and stormwater/drainage management on site. These will be examined at such time as 
a site plan is submitted for evaluation. 

Planning Commission conducted a Public Hearing on this request on March 25, 2020. Following 
deliberations, Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend Council approve the 
rezoning request to R3, High Density Residential. Planning Commission also voted unanimously 
to recommend Council approve the Seeds Minor Subdivision, subject to two minor conditions 
(refer to Planning Commission staff report in Attachment B for these conditions.) 

City Council conducted a Public Hearing on these requests on April 6, 2020, and approved the 
Minor Subdivision. Council also approved Ordinance 6, Series of 2020, which rezoned the Seeds 
Property from R2, Medium Density Residential to R3, High Density Residential on First Reading, 
and set Second Reading for this evening. If approved on Second Reading, the property will be 
rezoned. 

RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
Following on from approval of the Rezoning Ordinance on First Reading, staff recommends 
that Council approve the rezoning request for the Seeds Property at 2140 and 2105 Pear 
Street to R3, High Density Residential, by adoption of the attached Ordinance No . .§, Series 
of 2020.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CANON CITY AMENDING SECTIONS 
9.44.060(A) AND 9.46.020 OF THE CANON CITY MUNICIPAL CODE 
CONCERNING THE RIDING OF CERTAIN ANIMALS IN CITY PARKS AND 
CITY TRAILS 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF CANON CITY: 

Section 1. Section 9.44.060(A) of the Cafion City Municipal Code is hereby amended 
by the addition of new subsection (20) to read as follows: 

A. Except as provided in Subsection B of this section, it is unlawful within any City park for 
any person to: 

* * * 

20. Lead or ride upon any horse or any other hoofed animal, except in areas 
designated and posted specifically for such use. 

Section 2. Section 9.46.020 of the Cafion City Municipal Code is hereby amended by 
the addition thereto of subsection (11) to read as follows: 

The trail rules and regulations that shall apply to all public trails within the City are as follows: 

* * * 

11. The riding or leading of a horse, or any other hoofed animal, is prohibited, 
except in areas designated and posted specifically for such use. 

Section 3. Severability. If any section, subsection, paragraph, clause or other 
provision of this ordinance for any reason is held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or 
unenforceability of such section, subsection, paragraph, clause or other provision shall not affect 
any of the remaining provisions of this ordinance, the intent being that the same are severable. 

Section 4. Effective Date. Pursuant to Article XII, Section 3 and Section 5 of the 
Charter, this Ordinance shall be effective five (5) days after final publication if it is published 
after adoption or if not so published, five (5) days after its adoption. 
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
